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Marketplace Microloan Reporting

This section reports on microloans enrolled through IOU online marketplaces operated by platform provider
Enervee. Microloans, per GoGreen Home regulations, are limited to $5,000; the marketplace microloans offered
on Enervee’s platforms under the Eco Financing brand are reported on separately so as not to skew data
presented for full-size loans in other sections. Prior to June 2022, all enrolled Eco Financing marketplace
microloans were issued by One Finance for products purchased by SoCalGas customers through the utility’s
marketplace. One Finance offered a 60-month term length and a single interest rate of 9.82% to all borrowers.
In June 2023, Lewis and Clark Bank re-launched the Eco Financing marketplace microloan offer for the SoCalGas
marketplace and launched an Eco Financing microloan product for the Southern California Edison marketplace.
The new microloans are approved for up to 60 months with a 9.99% interest rate.?®
